The Louisiana National Guard Youth Challenge Program offers at-risk youth an 
opportunity to change their future in many ways while offering the opportunity to obtain a GED.  
The Youth Challenge Program has two phases: 

• 5-month residential phase – Participants live in a military-like environment, which 
encourages teamwork and personal growth.  The curriculum combines classroom work, 
community service, physical training, and challenging individual and team activities into 
one unique experience.  Personal needs such as meals, bedding, and uniforms are 
provided to the participants.  Participants must remain on site unless participating in an 
authorized activity. 

• 12-month post-residential phase – After the 5-month residential phase, graduates return 
to their home communities.  During this time they will work toward achieving their 
career or educational goals under the guidance of a volunteer mentor and caseworker 
from Youth Challenge.  The mentoring relationship is key to helping the graduate 
continue with the positive changes that occur during residency.   

 
Eligibility requirements 
1) You must be 16 years the day the program starts, and no older than 19 years old at graduation.  
2) Must be a voluntary participant and have a strong desire to change and improve. 
3) Louisiana resident. 
4) Must be drug free. 
5) No felony convictions. 
6) High school dropout or potential dropout.
